If the German people do not
like Hitler and his regime there's
no evidence of it in what they
say—they’re afraid to speak,
Sarah said. In all the three
months which she spent in Germ-
any, on not but two occasions
did she ever hear anyone say any-
thing derogatory  about the
Fuehrer. One was the father of
the girl she was visiting in Ober-
amagau, and the other was the
janitor in the apartment building
in which Sarah was living in
Munich.

Because of the rigid censorship
of the press, Sarah saw but few
American newspapers during her
three months in Germany. Toward
the end of her visit to Munich,
she did obtain several copies of
the New York Times which came
in from Paris each morning.
